1.  Price for cemetery lots still $250 as of now
2.  Listed some regulations for the ashes
a.  Should require all have a vault for cremations urn
b.  Where they can be buried: for example, on the same lot as another? In the casket with another?
c.  Vault is a 12x12x12 inch concrete sealed box. The reason for the need of the vault is to protect the cremains; and the cemetery from litigation should the urn ever be damaged by whatever means.
d.  Catholic Church says they “have” to be interred

a.  6 to 8 needed to find cemetery plot markers
b.  Set date Oct 29, maybe
c.  Need the day for marker repair, set fence, and clean-up
d.  Put it in the Bulletin for ANY AVAILABLE help

6.  Randy spoke about the grave opening situation
a.  Mike Doll has done 3 grave openings now
b.  Possibility of Mike doing the grave digging in St Joseph's Cemetery now
c.  Randy and Mike will discuss that possibility and let us know
d.  Complaints had been made of the other grave digger
e.  Who is responsible to refill graves?

7.  Randy’s proposal
a.  Funeral Director should always be present, himself or Steve
b.  There are probably 20 to 40 graves available to be sold in the older part of the cemetery - un-plotted graves
c.  Motion made for Randy to sell these at his discretion
d.  Discussion as to selling of previously owned lots 
Motion made by Ed Zuber -seconded by John Williams
8.  Rod did show us pictures of the Catholic cemetery in Effingham.

a.  Suggestion for a 'common footing' that runs under the whole row of headstones
b.  It would have to be done in the newest part of the cemetery
9.  John Williams talked again about the veterans markers-they are too high
a. Randy said they need to be the same as a regular headstone, with the footing 30” below freeze line. They should be dug down, gravel in the bottom, then the footing
b.  Randy said the markers were originally meant to be for the veterans who could not afford to buy a stone.
