FINANCE COUNCIL MINUTES


The finance council met October 15th at 7 a.m. Members present included Ed Weiler, Mike David, Fr. Jerry, Kevin Ochs, Jeffrey Rosenberg and Ed Beyers.


Ed Weiler led the opening prayer. The minutes of the September meeting were approved as presented.


After thirteen weeks envelope collections are $8,653 short of budget, but still $7,561 better than the same time last year. Utility bills are within $100 of last year at this time. The property insurance, worker’s comp and one fourth of the diocesan tax have been paid. The report was approved.


Mike David reported on investments. The foundation account at Friday’s close totaled $675,314.40 including $73,084.39 in money market. Several dividends were paid, all of which were reinvested. The total in the interest account stood at $956,249.28 and included $61.732.52 in the money market, $107,238 in the Hartford annuity and $51,511.24 in the CD at CNB. Activity for the month included several dividend payments. 

In other business, Fr. Jerry asked the council members for important questions to ask the CEO of the diocese and the bishop at an upcoming meeting.


The meeting adjourned at 8:05 a.m. The finance council will meet again November 19th.
