The finance council met January 16th at 7 a.m. Those attending included Fred Kuenstler, Tony Zuber, Ed Beyers, Kevin Ochs, Avery McKinney, Mike Uhl, Jim Blumthal, Jeffrey Rosenberg, Ed Weiler and Mike David. Carol Potter attended as a guest.

Prior to the meeting, Avery McKinney distributed tickets for the cash raffle. A total of 500 tickets will be sold at $100 each, with the drawing to be held May 15th.

Ed Weiler led the opening prayer. The minutes of the December meeting were approved as presented.

The financial report showed that at the half way point in the year envelope collections were $22,577 short of budget. While $9,423 per week is needed to make budget, the actual collections for the year have averaged $8,555. A year ago at this point, weekly collections had averaged $9,034. On a bright note, total utilities year-to-date are $902 less than last year. The report was approved.

Mike David reported on investments. The foundation total stood at $590,444.60 including $62,980.78 in the money market. Activity included memorial donations totaling $810, bringing total memorial donations to $15,245 for the year. Mike also reported that $653.81 in dividends had been reinvested since our last meeting. In the interest account, the total stood at $801,426.22 including $99,225.72 in the Hartford annuity and $82,363.37 in the money market. Activity included several interest and dividend payments. There was also an anonymous gift of 950 shares of Ameren stock. Mike’s report was approved.

In other business, Jeffrey Rosenberg reported the donut social will be hosted by the finance council on February 7th, and asked if someone could be there after Masses to make coffee, etc.

The meeting adjourned at 7:40. The finance council will meet again February 20th.
