Liturgy Committee Meeting
August 9, 2011

The meeting began at 5:00 p.m. with a reading of the gospel for the coming Sunday. Then all discussed what they heard and what the reading said to them. As we all hear the Word of God, we grow in our understanding of our faith.

Minutes: The minutes of the last meeting were reviewed by all and approved as submitted.

Music and the Missal:  Starting in September, parishes are urged to begin using the new translations for the music used at mass. Carol Steinman, current choir leader, attended the meeting and explained how the changes in the music will affect what we do and sing at Mass. Copyright permission for the new material could be a problem due to use dates not beginning until Advent of 2011. The new form of the Gloria may be sung during the months of September and October, but using printed material for the songs before Advent will cost extra. If the choir sings the new Gloria, the congregation could learn it by listening to it and then singing along, but the choir sings at only one of the three masses each weekend. Therefore, it would take three weekends before all will have heard and a few learned the new Gloria. It was expressed that the congregation learns new songs or responses quickly. Many people can read music or pick up new forms quickly, one verse at a time. It was the consensus of the group not to buy transitional forms of the new music but to wait until copyrighted forms are available and learn by doing. The new Gloria will be sung, never recited, first at Christmas at the end of Advent. The congregation will practice it before mass during Advent and listen to the new music form from time to time during mass. Also, there will continue to be regular little “blurbs” about the changes in the bulletin and at the end of mass.

Review of ministries:  No new ideas or problems were presented. On September 10, the Saturday night mass will be a priestless prayer service, since Fr. Jerry will be gone on Saturday evening. 

Other:  Mike Doll did get another nine hubs to make new streamers heads for the streamer poles put outside church for special occasions. We need to decide how many to make of each color used. Anointing of the Sick was done on July 30-31 weekend, and it will be offered again at the end of August. Fr. Jerry will look at the readings for each weekend and determine which would coordinate with the blessing. Next year the annual parish picnic in June will be held on the parish grounds rather than at Rotary Park.
