Liturgy Committee Meeting
July 13, 2010

The meeting began at 5:05 p.m. with a reading of Luke’s gospel for the coming Sunday. Each member then shared whether they identified more with Martha or with Mary and on the roles of women, and indirectly, the roles of men, both in the Church as well as our larger roles in the world.

Roll Call:  Present:  Rose Ann Kocher, Mary Lou Mushro, Fr. Jerry Wirth, Helen Hoffman, and Jim Zwilling. Absent:  Ann Bradley, Rosaline Worland, Arlene Kostiuk, and Felicia Bishop.

Minutes: After reviewing the minutes of the previous meeting, the minutes were approved as submitted.

Review of ministries, comments, suggestions - During the Sunday masses, people do line up at the wine cup, but many pass it by. It was suggested that some people do not like to get out of line, thereby causing a problem by having to climb over people to get back into their pew to where they had been seated. At the 10:00 o’clock mass we will go back to four wine cup and two bread ministers to give more people a chance to partake of the wine without causing a problem for other people. There doesn’t seem to be a similar problem at the other two masses on Sunday. A dress code for ministers of the Eucharist was discussed. Those who are scheduled need to more quickly come up so subs, who may not have dressed up, are not tempted to fill in. How important is the way we dress at mass? Both sides of the argument have good points. 
Rod Kelley’s training:  Nature – In the absence of a priest, ministers such as Rod can preside at Sunday prayer services, the Liturgy of the Hours, and even vigils for the deceased or funerals. These ministers are to be retrained every three years. Should we have someone else also trained, younger than Rod?  The person could be either a man or a woman. How should we seek out a candidate? Maybe announce the idea at mass and put paper in the pews to submit names to consider, or even put it in the bulletin. 

Missals/music issues:  What size and numbers – We will stay with the normal size print since there is very little interest in the larger print, which is also more expensive. Many people like the colored covers, either blue or black. As the covers wear out, they will be replaced with new dark covers. It was suggested that we also have one dozen large print missals with some available at each entrance. If these do not get used on a regular basis, they will not be renewed. There will be no large print song books. 

Confirmation 2011 – The possible dates sent in to the diocese are April 26, 27, and May 3. Hopefully, one will be the official date since the choices were sent back very quickly following an email from the diocese. Confirmation will go to every other year, with the 7th and 8th grades united for the sacrament. 

Roman Missal, Third Edition:  Implementation – The new translations will be implemented during Advent, 2011. People need to be prepared.  There are many problems with the new translations from the Latin. A decent catechesis needs to be done for the parish by this committee. Renew groups could have discussions on the changes. For guidance on where the Church is going, look at the book Documents of Vatican II, “Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy.” All members of the committee need to read this by our next meeting. 
The date and time for the next meeting will be announced. The meeting ended with a communal prayer at 6:30 p.m.
