Liturgy Committee Meeting
March 2, 2011

The meeting began at 5:00 p.m. with a reading of the gospel by Matthew for the coming Sunday. The message was about a house built on sand rather than on rock. Following that was a sharing on what that meant to each of the members present.

The minutes of the previous meeting on February 15 were reviewed and approved as amended concerning the scheduling of groups for the Stations of the Cross. Those assignments were discussed and made definite:  March 11 – Pastoral Council, March 18 – RCIA, March 25 – Liturgy Committee, April 1 – Mike Doll Renew Group, April 8 – Youth Group, April 15 – Mary Lou Mushro Renew Group. 


The Ash Wednesday Mass will be at 6:10 p.m., and committee members will set up the purple backgrounds of the Stations Tuesday morning at 8:10 a.m., just after mass. During Lent, the Seder Meal will be organized by PSR, led by Margaret Hahn, on Wednesday, April 13 at 6:00 p.m. Adults who are coming should bring an appropriate dish. It will be held in the cafeteria. Reservations must be in by the preceding Sunday’s mass on the 10th. Fr. Jerry will review these details with Mrs. Hahn. Everything is tentative as of now. Two weeks before the event, all details will be in the bulletin.

Concerning Missal covers, it was the consensus of all members that clear covers are preferred, since there are many good clear covers still in use. Therefore, only around 300 new clear covers will be needed, at $2.05 each. An anonymous donor will be contacted to see if he or she is still willing to finance such a purchase.


Relating to our Sister Parish in Guatamala, those who are sponsoring children through CFCA are encouraged to share with the parish pictures of the child and put the pictures on a bulletin board in the back of church. Sponsors are encouraged to read the letters in church on the first Sunday of the month and talk about the child they are sponsoring. The committee will organize the pictures for a display. Mary Lou is talking this coming Sunday at all masses about the child her family is sponsoring. 


The first Sunday after Easter, May 1, is called Mercy Sunday. This Sunday will be a celebration for the Beatification of Pope John Paul II. (More information needed)

The new Missal is coming out soon. Two editions are available, both of which are fairly expensive. An offer to buy one for the parish has been made by an anonymous parish member. We are currently explaining the changes with small bits and pieces of information by Fr. Jerry at the end of the Sunday masses. This will continue with pertinent remarks about the new Missal.


The video by the Bishop entitled “Fanning the Flame,” approximately eight minutes long, introduces and explains a year of celebration next year for the 125th anniversary of the formation of the Belleville Diocese. It will be shown at a weekend mass soon to explain how the event will be celebrated. People will be offered a chance to buy an updated version of the Catechism of the Church for Adults, which will be used for discussion groups throughout the year.


Three new people are being trained as presiders for a priestless Sunday: Sharon Eckel, Hank Ginder, and Jim Zwilling. Also, a need for several new vestments for the priest was brought up. This issue was tabled until next meeting.
