Liturgy Committee Meeting
March 9, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 5:05 p.m. by Fr. Jerry Wirth. After a scripture reading about darkness and light, members responded with ideas of how to interpret the reading in the light of our faith. 

Roll Call:  Present:  Felicia Bishop, Rosanna Kocher, Mary Lou Mushro, Fr. Jerry Wirth, Ann Bradley, Rosalie Worland, Arlene Kostiuk, and Jim Zwilling. At this point everyone welcomed a new member of the group, Helen Hoffman. Absent:  Colby Schaefer.

Minutes:  The minutes of the January meeting were reviewed and approved as submitted.

Lent was the first order of business. There was exceptionally good attendance at the Stations of the Cross last Friday at 6:00 p.m. RCIA will be using the Year A readings at mass for the next three weekends. 

By Passion Sunday, we will need the large wooden cross erected outside the front of church. The masses for Palm (Passion) Sunday will begin as usual in the Parish Center with the blessing of palms. Then a procession will form and proceed, singing, into the church. The scripture reading will be the passion or gospel reading only. During the first part of Holy Week, the Brewers will go to the Cathedral where the special blessing of new holy oils occurs each year, and they will bring the three new holy oils for the coming church year.


On Holy Thursday, we will revert to the washing of feet, instead of hands. Twelve chairs will be set up in front, with basins and pitchers of warm water, plus towels, for each. Water will be poured over the foot, one only, into the basin, then dried with a towel. Members of the committee will come early at 1:00 p.m. for setup. The service is at 7:00 p.m. There will be adoration after mass for ½ hour. A sign-up sheet will be in the back of church for volunteers to bring the Holy Oils and table cloth up to the altar at the start.


Good Friday service, at 7:00 p.m., will follow the missal. Twelve people will come to the front and read the passion. For adoration of the cross, volunteers will sign up to carry the cross to the front and hold it during adoration. PSR members will make the bread of communion for Holy Week, in addition to what they use for their Sadder Meal. 

On Holy Saturday, RCIA has a program for its candidates from 8:30 to 9:30 a.m. At 9:30 volunteers will help choir members get the church ready for Easter Vigil: hand-held candles need to be readied for that night, purple backboards removed from the stations, flowers set up, and much more. For Easter Vigil, an RCIA team member will read the epistle. The new fire outside will be handled by the usual people. 


On Easter morning, masses will be 8, 9:30 and 11AM. Someone will need to start picking up flowers before Saturday morning, or they will be picked over at the florists. The PSR usually prepares and hands out candy-filled eggs to the children at both masses.


Sign-up sheets are at all the doors of the church for the various ministries. This will be an on-going process. Some people volunteer; some want to be drafted. All of us should not be afraid to ask people to join committees or ministries of our faith. Kneeling seems to be going well. At some funeral masses with many non-Catholics, standing might be a more inclusive posture. A sift of liturgical thought and change is reverting to pre-Vatican theology. This is reflected in the church all the way from Rome on down.


The next meeting will be after Easter, as announced in the bulletin. Table prayer ended the meeting at 6:06 p.m.
