Liturgy Committee Meeting
November 15, 2010

The meeting began at 5:00 p.m. with the Gospel reading for the coming Sunday. Then all members present discussed how they would react if they were Jesus on the Cross being jeered at by the people. How would this affect their faith, both in themselves and in God?

The minutes of the previous meeting on October 25 were reviewed and approved as submitted.

Review since last meeting:  No song leaders have come forward yet. A positive comment for the Polka Mass was noted. A good crowd had attended the mass. There is a need for greeters at the side doors, also, for special occasions, especially when the general public attends.

Anointing of the Sick:  We should be doing this every month, maybe the next time on the first Sunday of Advent. Fr. Jerry will ask after the homily if anyone would like the blessing.

Advent:  The Giving Tree is going to be set up. Advent starts in two weeks on Saturday. After Communion Service on Thursday morning, members of the committee will clear out the south alcove. We are also having the Jesse Tree for the school children. Paul is bringing in a tree to set up on the north side behind the altar. Baskets at the doors will be for food collection for the Good Samaritan. Dan is putting up the Advent Wreath on top of the baptismal font. Normally no baptisms occur during Advent. It doesn’t fit in during Lent, also. Advent candles are to be carried in at the start of Mass. Volunteers are needed for this at all masses. The wreath will be blessed the first week at all masses. There will be a penance service on Thursday, December 9 at 6:30 p.m. December 8 is a Holy Day. There will be an all school mass that morning as well as a 6:00 p.m. mass that evening also. Decorating of the Church will be on the 4th Sunday of Advent by the choir. They could use some help at 1:00 p.m. by the Liturgy Committee.
Christmas: There will be on Christmas Eve a 4:00 p.m. mass, a 6:00 p.m. mass, the Midnight Mass beginning at 11:30 p.m., as well as a 9:00 a.m. mass on Saturday, Christmas Day. The three masses on Friday evening will be children’s masses, with the children acting out the Christmas Story. We will keep the trees and decorations up in church until the baptism of Jesus in January, which officially ends the Christmas season.
RCIA rites:  The Rite of Welcoming was last Sunday for four candidates who are already baptized. This coming Sunday four who are not baptized will be in church at the 10:00 a.m. mass for the Rite of Acceptance. 

Next Mission:  The search for a possible new mission will continue with the Adult Faith Formation Committee. The group that presented the last mission was informed that the two times they were available would not work out for our parish. The committee is going to try to set up a cluster mission for 2011-2012. 

New Missal Implementation:  Fr. Jerry will start chanting some of the responses. He will also include short segments to explain the changes that will occur in different parts of the Mass.

Seder Meal:  It is also call the Passover Meal. It is always a big hit for the school children and PSR. Could we do this for the adults at some time in the future?  It was done in the past for the adults, during Lent, but not recently. The meal could be done during Holy Week, on Monday night, and maybe handled by the Parish and Family Life Committee. More details later.
Other and Prayer:  The meeting ended with a prayer at 6:03 p.m.
