Liturgy Committee Meeting
October 25, 2010

Prayer:  The meeting began at 5:00 p.m. with a reading of the Gospel for the coming Sunday with the theme that Jesus came to save those who are lost. Members commented on what that meant to each of them.

Minutes:  No copies of the minutes of the previous meeting were available. 

Review of ministries, comments, suggestions:  A need for more song leaders was noted, with the comment that this is an ongoing challenge. Several names were suggested, but this is still a voluntary position with very few volunteers. The choir has been back from their summer break, starting last Sunday at the 8:00 a.m. mass. Each week it continues a rotation among each of the three weekend masses. 

Anointing of the Sick.  Suggestions:  Having helpers from the committee seemed to work at the 8:00 a.m. mass, but at the 5:00 p.m. and the 10:00 a.m. mass it was more disorganized. People lined up from all directions, not just down the center aisle, but people who came up alone for the blessing did have people gather around them and put their hands on them during the blessing. It was the consensus of the committee that we will continue to have people come up to lay hands on people during the Anointing of the Sick. Also, the Anointing of the Sick will continue on a regular basis, maybe once a month, right after the homily, especially for those who are going to have medical procedures. It is always available on request for anyone who feels a special need for the blessing. People of all ages should feel free to avail themselves of the blessing, both for mental or physical reasons. 

Accepting the Biblical Jesus:  Mission:  The last St. Joe Mission was in 2005 on the Vatican II changes. The same group is available again, either in November of this year or May of next year. Is there interest in a cluster group for a Mission now? The idea of a Mission does appeal to most members, but it should be a positive approach to the growth of our faith. Some thought we should look for a different group to present a Mission. November is too soon and May was noted to be too busy for a presentation by the group that had put on the last Mission. We will be looking for a Mission but maybe not this team, possibly some time in 2012. The idea was tabled for the time being, and members were urged to look online at biblemission.net for more information. 
New Missal:  Implementation:  There is much material to help prepare the congregation. The priests have practiced and prepared for the changes. Congregations can use the Apostles Creed as an alternate creed, and there will be more chanting of responses.
