Liturgy Committee Meeting
September 13, 2011

The meeting began at 5:00 p.m. with the first reading for the upcoming Sunday by Rose Kocher. Those attending then discussed what it means that God’s way is not our way. Also, what does it mean to be a Christian?

Minutes: The minutes of the last meeting were reviewed and approved as submitted.
Review of Ministries: Several of the Lectors read too softly for all to hear. Be sure to lean into the microphone. Concerning Greeters, it was nice to have the children be greeters at the Children’s Mass on Wednesday. The third and fourth Eucharistic Ministers at each mass need to make sure they do not block the main aisle as they give out communion. Also, all Eucharistic Ministers will fill in as needed in providing for the people who cannot walk up to communion or for members of the choir if they do not come down. The wine cruet needs to be rinsed out more carefully after use at each mass since it is staining the cloth it is upended on. Ushers need to find someone to take up the gifts if the appointed people are not present. No suggestions on the servers. Concerning children song leaders, we appreciate that some do volunteer. The girls are good, but could be louder. The Prayer Service for the Priestless Sunday went very well last Saturday at 5:30 p.m. It was noted that the Cantor was “robust” in leading the songs, and everyone participated well and prayerfully. If there is no procession to the back of church at the end, the providers could wait until the end of the song and exit as the people exited. Singing during communion is a problem. The song usually is unorganized and almost fades away since people do not sing as they are in line for communion. Is it possible that people could be encouraged to carry their song book with them as they go to communion? 
Other:  Liturgy committee members will ponder on colors of the streamers for the poles used during special occasions outside the church. Then, after taking off the old, faded streamers, work can begin on redoing the hubs with new, colorful streamers.

New Missal – Translation:  Not only will the wording be changing, but a new emphasis is placed on understanding what is the importance for each section of the mass. What does each ritual or response mean, and why was it made a part of the mass? What should one’s mind be on during that part of the mass?
