Liturgy Committee Meeting
September 9, 2010
The meeting began at 4:00 p.m. with a reading of Luke’s gospel for the upcoming Sunday. Members then shared their ideas on the theme of God rejoicing in finding those who are lost and returning them to the fold.

Minutes:  After the members reviewed the minutes of the previous meeting, they were approved as submitted.

Review of ministries, comments, suggestions:  On the 11th of September, for the Saturday night mass only, there will be a Priestless prayer service. Several people said they were confused by the wording in the bulletin announcing the change. One person observed that the school children at the school mass Wednesday were dressed and acted very appropriately for the occasion. Bread and wine distribution at all weekend masses is going well as organized. Four more Eucharistic ministers are being trained. Eucharistic ministers need to be aware that often one person from the choir may need two hosts, one to carry back to the organist. 
Anointing of the sick, October 9/10. Suggestions:  The blessing is not just for those in extreme physical or mental suffering. The “sick” can apply to almost everyone. Also, if at any time someone needs a special blessing of healing, it can be incorporated into any mass. There was a discussion on the idea that there really needs to be at least three people to stand with each person who gets the blessing. This could be family members or friends who would come up with the person and gather round them with their hands on the person’s shoulders during the blessing. Members of the Liturgy committee will come up during each of the three masses on October 9 and 10 to make sure that each person receiving the blessing will have people around them for the blessing.
Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy and the New Missal:  Members began a discussion of the section from “The Documents of Vatican II” that applies to the change in liturgy. This will continue through the next series of meetings until the change occurs. 

Other:  Discussion on the question of does this committee need to have a chair, a facilitator, other than Fr. Jerry, if he cannot be present for a meeting? For baptisms at the 10:00 a.m. mass, the children will come back in early, proceed down the south aisle, and gather up front, seated on the floor near the baptismal font. This is a very real teachable moment for the children.

The next meeting date will be announced in the bulletin. All members recited the Hail Mary together as a concluding prayer. The meeting was adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
