If we could get the specialty plate passed the adoption agencies, crisis pregnancy centers, and homes for unwed mothers could benefit as much as a million dollars a year from the plates.  Ruth is going to give a talk about Choose Life and the purchase of the specialty plates at the Masses the weekend of February 12th  and 13th.  Volunteers are needed to put the sign-up sheets in the pews and Virginia Resor has enough pens for people to use to sign the petitions.  She will donate them to use that Sunday and for future use with our committee.  Rosalie Worland volunteered to help Ruth with distributing the material and pens to each pew.  Father Jerry is going to bring it up at the Ministerial Association Breakfast and see if some of the other churches would be interested in participating.  Ruth is going to check on what the price of the specialty plate would be.

Discussion of New Business:   Ruth also brought to our attention another project that can raise money for “Right to Life”.  We would distribute baby bottles and ask adults and children if they would put their change in the baby bottles and then on a certain Sunday in October we would collect all the baby bottles.  We need to see how many plastic bottles we can get donated or what the cost of purchasing baby bottles would be.  We could either just have the school children participate or it would be even better if we could come up with enough baby bottles that the whole church could join in.  This we decided would be a good for October so we have some time to gather information and work on it.

Discussion of New Business:  The Anniversary Breakfast will be February 20th.  The reminder of the breakfast has been in the bulletin for two weeks and so far we have eight couples signed up and expect to get more closer to the date.  Virginia Resor and DeAnna Kabbes havevolunteered to welcome everyone and to lead the prayer.  Each couple is to bring a wedding picture and introduce themselves.
