Pastoral Council: What is it?  Fr. Jerry and Ben   

Father Jerry and Ben Anderson covered what the Pastoral Council does and the purpose of each of the committees that the Pastoral Council members represent to the guest, J.D. Bromm.
1) The Adult Education committee provides the adults of the parish with religious formation opportunities that are aimed at fostering faith development. 

2) Building and Ground committee makes inventory of and recommendations for all maintenance and improvements of parish property. 

3) Communication Committee establishes and maintains lines of communication with parish family, school family, and community family by various media.

4) Fundraising Committee is responsible for the initiation, monitoring, and execution of various methods to raise money.

5) Justice and Peace Committee deals with the issue of right relationships (Justice) and fosters ways to promote peace of local, state, national, and global concern in the effort to reflect the gospel of Jesus.

6) The Liturgy is concerned with every aspect of prayer and spiritual renewal in the parish. This committee (promotes programs necessary to) nourishes and give direction to the parish's liturgical life and ministries.

7) The Parish and Family Life Committee has the responsibility to help build the life of the parish by promoting religious vocations, family activities and spiritual growth for all members of the parish. 

8) )The Stewardship Committee studies, promotes, and executes stewardship of prayer, time/talent and treasure each year

Assignments:    Each member serves on a committee; Committees meet as needed; Council meetings are on 4th Monday of each month except for December; Election in June; Term for 3 years;
