The pastoral plan for parish renewal and restructuring for the diocese of Belleville:

Report from Larry Weidner:

Larry attended the seminar on evangelism at Belleville.   A Paulist priest from Washington D.C. spoke about evangelism in the Catholic Church.  Information there was derived from Vatican II council.  If we as an American church don’t do something, we may not be a viable church in the future.  We need to change from to an open church.  Churches from old traditions are starting to stumble.  The parochial schools need to be tied in to the church itself.  He recommends an evangelical committee in each church.  We have to be proactive and go after our youth and people who have fallen out of attending church.  The Catholic Church needs to get back to evangelizing.  Close to 80 people were in attendance.
