St. Francis Xavier-Feast Day Dec 3

A Spanish-Navarrese priest and Jesuit missionary who
co-founded the Society of Jesus and became known as
the "greatest missionary of modern times" He was
instrumental in spreading Christianity in parts of Asia,
evangelizing extensively in India and Japan. His life's
work involved extensive travel and ministry, and he died
in 1552 on Shangchuan Island, off the coast of China,

while trying to reach the mainland.

She is known as the “Saint of Light” pointing the way
to the Light of Christ at Christmas to overcome the
darkness in our lives. Until today, she draws us closer
to our Savior, Jesus Christ.
