Prayer for the Legal Protection of Unborn 

Children. January 22 is the anniversary of the 

1973 Supreme Court decisions that legalized 

abortion throughout our nation. Since then, over 

60 million lives have been lost. That’s more than 

the size of Italy’s population. On June 24, 2022, 

the Dobbs v. Jackson Women’s Health 

Organization decision overturned Roe v. Wade.
